The Stone Soup Leadership Institute's Job Shadow Day is a building block in our initiatives: Case Studies
Developed in partnership with the San Francisco Chamber of Commerce in the early 90's, this program has
impacted high school and community college students. Since 2020 we've tailored the program to guide students to
sustainable workforce development opportunities with a Green Job Shadow Day and a Blue Job Shadow Day.
The Institute is a global leader in developing sustainable workforce development initiatives that prepare
multicultural youth to become leaders of their lives, and in their communities. Founded in 1997, the Institute
collaborates with business, education, government, and community leaders to design customized workforce
development initiatives. We’ve worked with Blue Economy communities on islands and coastal communities since
2018. Our educational tools, trainings, place/project- based learning programs build a sustainable workforce.
